 Letter of Commitment on Participation Qualification of “China – Fuqing 1st International Sculpture Exhibition”
    I (hereinafter refered to as “promiser”) agree to undertake the following commitments on the participation qualification of China – Fuqing 1st International Sculpture Exhibition to the organizing committee of the exhibition: 
Article One  Promiser promises that the works submitted is completed on his or her own or through cooperation with others and it has never been built outdoors; the promiser, as the legal owner of the works submitted in the exhibition, has complete and full intellectual property right of the works and will not infringe upon other persons’ intellectual property rights or other rights; in case of infringements, the organizing committee has the right to cancel the promiser’s participation qualification, disqualify the promiser from being shortlisted for awards or gaining awards, and recover the bonus,subsidy or other funds granted to the promiser. 
Article Two  If promiser is a legal person or other organization, it should promise that it have obtained the complete and full intellectual property right of the works submitted by reaching an agreement on the works’ intellectual property right with its original creator via contracts, agreements, rules and regulations and relevant arrangements. 
Article Three: if the works submitted is created by the promiser and other persons, promiser should promise that he or she has obtained the complete and full intellectual property right of the works by reaching an agreement on its’ intellectual property right with other cooperators via contracts, agreements, rules and regulations and relevant arrangements, except the case when all creators join the competition for one works and in this case, all creators should sign up this letter of commitment. 
Article Four: The prizewinner of this exhibition (promiser) promises that he or she should not cancel the permanent right of the organizing committee to publicize and promote the works submitted, including but not limited to pictures, words, newspapers, TV, website and the relevant forms. If the submitted works is shortlisted for the competition, promiser agrees to transfer the works’ copyright and the ownership of its built works to the organizing committee. Without consent by the organizing committee, promiser is forbidden to use the works submitted for other events or build or reproduce it in other locations.
    Article Five: If due to the reasons regarding the promiser’s participation in the exhibition or the promiser’s works submitted (whether due to the faults of promiser or not), it causes the organizing committee, the sponsoring committee or the undertaker to suffer any damage in reputation, fame or direct or indirect economic losses, the impacted organization has the right to require the promiser to take enough and appropriate measures to avoid the above influences. Promiser should compensate the relevant organizations for any damage in reputation, fame or direct or indirect economic losses, including but not limited to attorney fee,legal fare, compensation and other direct or indirect damages. Promiser should publish the apology to the relevant organizations in the newspapers to remove influence.  
Article Six: If promiser is invited to produce three-dimensional sculpture sample, the organizing committee should have the ownership over the sample from the date of submission.
Article Seven：All the disputes over this event should be governed by the relevant laws of the People’s Republic of China. If it can’t be solved through negotiation, a lawsuit should be lodged to the people’s court which has jurisdiction over the organizing committee. The organizing committee has the final intepretation right over this event.
